1.04 SYSTEM DESCRIPTION
A. Performance Requirements: Provide heavy duty 

rubber wall guards that conform to the following 
requirements of regulatory agencies and the quality 
control of IPC Door and Wall Protection Systems, 
InPro Corporation.

1. Tensile: Provide heavy duty rubber wall guards with 
a maximum tensile of 14 mn/m2, when tested in ac-
cordance with BS 903 A2.

2. Elongation: Provide heavy duty rubber wall guards 
with a 300% minimum elongation when tested in 
accordance with BS 903 A2.

3. Hardness: Provide heavy duty rubber wall guards with 
a hardness of 65-75 IRHD when tested in accordance 
with BS 903 A26.

4. Compression Set: Provide heavy duty rubber wall 
guards with a maximum compression set of 30% 
when tested in accordance with BS 903 A6A for 22 
hours at 70°C.

5. Tear Resistance: Provide heavy duty rubber wall guards 
with a minimum tear resistance of 40N/mn when 
tested in accordance with BS 903 A3,m method C.

the jobsite

products have been received.
C. Store in original packaging in a climate controlled 

location away from direct sunlight.

2.02 MANUFACTURED UNITS
A. Wall Guard Profile
1. Heavy Duty Rubber Wall Guard Model number,

2.03 MATERIALS
A. Heavy duty rubber wall guard shall be extruded from 

UV resistant and ageing resistant styrene butadiene/
natural rubber blend (SBR).

2.04 FINISHES
A. Heavy Duty Rubber Wall Guards: Colors of the wall 

guard shall be black in a uniform quality and free 
from foreign substances.

PART 3 - EXECUTION
3.01 EXAMINATION
A. Examine areas and conditions in which the wall 

protection will be installed.
1. Complete all finishing operations, including paint-

ing, before beginning installation of wall protection 
materials.

B. Wall surface shall be dry and free from dirt, grease 
and loose paint.

3.02 PREPARATION
A. General: Prior to installation, clean substrate to 

remove dust, debris and loose particles.
3.03 INSTALLATION
A. General: Locate wall guard as indicated on the ap-

proved detail drawing for the appropriate substrate, 
and in compliance with the IPC installation instruc-
tions. Install wall guard level and plumb at the height 
indicated on the drawings.

B. Installation of Heavy Duty Rubber Wall Guards:
D-Fender Wall Guard
1. Cut the wall guard to the required length. NOTE: Trim 

all factory edges square before installation.

2. Drill 11/8" access holes through the front of the wall 
guard 4" (102mm) from each end and spaced evenly 
over the length (6 fasteners per 9.843' (3m) length). 
Drill 1/2" holes through the back surface at the same 
locations.

3. Use the wall guard with holes as a template and trans-
fer the location of the mounting holes to the steel 
plate. Drill 1/2" holes in the steel plate.

4. Select a 3/8" diameter, stainless steel hex-head fas-
tener (Installer supplied) that is an appropriate length 
for the wall guard and the substrate. Position the wall 
guard on the wall and mark the mounting hole loca-
tions on the wall.

5. Drill holes for fasteners at each mark on the wall. 
Insert the steel plate in the wall guard and mount the 
wall guard to the wall. Level wall guard and tighten 
fasteners to secure it to the wall. Inside and outside 
corners may be miter cut. If required, fill the access 
holes with a rubber compatible sealant.

E-Fender Wall Guard
1. Cut the wall guard to the required length. NOTE: Trim 

all factory edges square before installation.
2. Drill 1/2" mounting holes through the wall guard. 

Use two fasteners 4" (102mm) from each end and 
space the remaining fasteners evenly over the length 
of the wall guard in a zigzag pattern (8 fasteners per 
9.843' (3m) length). Select a 3/8" diameter, stainless 
steel hex-head fastener (Installer supplied) that is an 
appropriate length for the wall guard along with flat 
washers.

3. Use the wall guard as a template and transfer the hole 
locations to the wall with fasteners and flat washers.

4. Drill holes for the fasteners at each mark on the wall. 
Mount the wall guard on the wall. Level the wall 
guard and tighten the fasteners to secure the wall 
guard. Inside and outside corner may be miter cut.

3.04 CLEANING
A. At completion of the installation, clean surfaces in 

accordance with the IPC clean up and maintenance 
instructions.
