3.01 EXAMINATION

3.02 PREPARATION

A. General: Prior to installation, clean substrate to remove
dust, debris and loose particles.

1. Layout the wall guard sections in the installation area.

2. Determine the height of the wall guard. Snap a chalk
line 2" [STmm] below that height. The chalk line is the
centerline of the fasteners.

3. Use the wall guard as a template to mark the mounting
hole locations. If inside and outside corners are part
of the installation allow 3-1/8" [80mm)] for the bracket
and gasket depth when positioning the wallguard. The

distance from the wall to the back of the wall guard
is 3-1/8" [80mmY. Drill marked holes with 3/4" drill bit
for toggle bolts (drywall installation) or 1/2" drill bit for
lead anchor (concrete wall installation).Mount brackets
to the wall, tighten screws to secure.
