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COMPLYING WITH BUILDING CODES

Nationwide, provisions for required attic ventilation have been
part of our building codes for decades. Ongoing research and
scientific studies further validate that a properly designed attic
ventilation system is an effective method in mitigating the
destructive and harmful effects associated with indoor air
pollution, condensation, heat migration, ice dams, solar
radiation and vapor diffusion. Mold, mildew, fungi growth
and wood rot can be significantly reduced with an effective and
efficiently designed attic ventilation system.

Although current adopted building codes such as BOCA, CBC,
UBC, IBC, IRC and SBCCI contain the basic 1 to 150 ratio,
these codes also provide alternative or exception methods as a
means of complying with attic ventilation requirements when
certain construction conditions or other codes come into
conflict with required attic ventilation.

CALCULATING NET FREE VENTILATION
AREA AND REQUIRED VENTILATORS

The 1 to 150 ratio for required attic ventilation provided in the
attic ventilation code section is computed as follows:

1. Square Feet of Attic Space / 150 = Square Feet of Net Free
Ventilation Required (SF/NFVA)

2. SF/NFVA X 144 = Square Inches of Net Free Ventilation
Required (SI/NFVA)

3. SI/NFVA Required / Square Inches of NFVA for Selected
Ventilator = Number of Ventilators Required.

Note: Converting SE/NFVA to SI/NFVA is customarily done
for ease in determining ventilator quantities as ventilators are

stated in SI/NFVA.
